PRESCHOOL FEES

· We ask that payments are at least a week in advance.

· Fees need to be paid even if your child is sick or on holidays.

· Fees are $55 per fortnight. There is allowance for a concession fee to be charged if a parent is the holder of a CURRENT Concession Card.

WHAT YOUR CHILD WILL NEED

· A change of clothes, particularly underwear.

· Warm clothing.

· A broad rimmed sunhat will be provided, and is to be worn in all seasons.

· An easy to open school bag.

· Suitable footwear, preferably joggers. Please NO THONGS.
· A sandwich for lunch, snack to follow. PLEASE NO CHIPS OR SUGARY SNACKS.
· A piece of fruit to share for morning tea.

· Toast is provided by breakfast club.

COMMENCING PRESCHOOL
· Children must turn 4 years old by 31st July in the year they start preschool.

· Birth certificate and Immunisation records are required.

PICKING UP / DROPPING OFF CHILDREN

· Please be on time. After starting times the doors will be locked for child safety and security reasons.

· Regular attendance is important. This enables a routine to be established and children to settle more quickly.

· For legal reasons, children MUST be signed in and out every day. 

· CHILDREN WILL NOT BE GIVEN TO SIBLINGS TO TAKE HOME.

· Children not collected in time will be taken to the office and left with executive staff.

· Only adults on the authority forms will be permitted to collect your child. Please call the preschool if you have arranged for someone else to collect your child.

DISCIPLINE
· All children are expected to behave in an acceptable manner whilst at preschool both towards staff and other children.

· Children not following school rules or teacher directions will be spoken to in a positive manner.

· If necessary children will be placed in Time Out space for a short period of time.

· In extreme cases the parent/guardian will be called to collect the child.

· Staff are responsible for the health and safety of all children at all times.

ILLNESS
· If your child is feeling unwell or suffering from colds and coughs, discharge from the eyes or nose, rashes, sores, fever, upset stomach or head lice, it is in his/her best interest to remain at home.

· Staff will contact you to collect your child if they become unwell.
